Entry No. 4:  Public Correspondence/ Discussion about public correspondence or input –
Captain Chad Hawkins informed the Commissioners that the property owner of the Brumfield fire call recently visited the station and is requesting the ability to make monthly payments, and also questioned the bill itself.  The Commissioners discussed and requested AC Garcia inform the property owner that she should submit the bill to her property insurance, and that monthly payments cannot be accommodated.

1) Progress reports for the following:

a) Duty Uniform Policy- The commissioners stated that this was discussed at the November meeting, and no change to policy required.

2) Clean Lot Program-  The program was discussed with the resulting minute order:
Minute Order No. 12-39:  Instructed Secretary Jenkins to perform the annual Clean Lot Program mailing to District residents with a deadline date of April 30, 2012.

3) Impact Fees- Commercial Rates- Commissioner K. Strong questioned why our commercial rates were lower than surrounding districts.  Secretary Jenkins stated she would contact BAE to inquire where we are in the process with our current impact fee study.   She stated if the process hasn’t completed she would let them know we are concerned about our commercial rate.
4) SCI Consulting-  Commissioner Becker requested Secretary Jenkins contact SCI Consulting and invite to our next meeting in February for a status update.
Entry No.8: New Business

1) Restructuring/ remodel of the day room facility area, for overnight use.  Captain Hawkins discussed the remodeling the day room area of the fire house.  He discussed the recent citing of noncompliance by the County for the use of the 5th wheel, and stated he has had discussions with various organizations at the County, and informed the Commissioners of their options to use the 5th wheel during the remodel.  He then provided a cost estimate for the drawing of blue prints for the remodel.  The Commissioners discussed and passed the following:

4) Security Cameras-  Discussion about the paperwork for the security camera, and determined the paperwork is in the office, that the system overwrites the data every 2 weeks.
